April 10, 2012

Chairman Brad Anderson called the Annual meeting to order at 7:36 p.m. at the Frankfort Town Hall on Tuesday, April 10, 2012.

Board members present were Brad Anderson, Denny Richardson and Bryce Black.  Town officials present were Tina Bee and Maureen Manore.  

Also attending were Sally Baecker, Ron Hendricksen, Cathy Hendricksen, Donna Gates, Kathleen Plunkett-Black, David Brysky, Rhona Brysky, Brian Nodolf, Michael Albert, Richard McDermott, Martha O Black, W. Geoffrey O Black, Mike Roberts, Michael Krajniack, Dwight Jelle and Donna Juleff.

Minutes were read from the April 2011 Annual meeting.  Donna Juleff made a motion to accept the minutes as read and Sally Baecker seconded it.  The motion carried.

FINANCIAL INSTITUTION:

W. Geoffrey O Black made a motion to keep Security Financial Bank as the Town Official Depository and Sally Baecker seconded.  The motion carried.

The Financial Reports for 2011 were handed out.  Bryce Black made a motion to accept the Financial Report and Donna Gates seconded.  The motion carried.

PLANNED ROAD CONSTRUCTION

Brad Anderson said that since the Town Board has not conducted a road tour yet, he did not have a list of road projects.  

CITIZENS CONCERNS

Sally Baecker asked that the Plan Commission speed up the process of the Zoning Ordinance.  She also asked if a motion could be made that the Town Board acts as a Board of Adjustment during the Interim Zoning.  Maureen Manore said the motion and vote would not be binding on the Town Board.  Brad Anderson said he would ask the Town Attorney about the Board of Adjustments. 

Mike Roberts asked about the status of the Zoning Ordinance.  Maureen Manore said she believed it was about halfway finished.  He also stated that there was a discrepancy between the actual mine site and the allowed acreage.  He said this also violated the Town’s Interim Zoning.  Brad Anderson said that Chase Cummings, the Pepin County Conservationist, has measured the site and found it to be within specifications.  Brad Anderson said that he would look into this issue further.  

Richard McDermott said that the street signs for Beaver Slide were still missing.  He was also concerned that the wild bamboo growing around Boyd Springs Road was spreading into the landowner’s property.  He said that Pepin County has money available to landowners to use for noxious weed eradication.  He asked if the Town could do anything about noxious weeds.  Brad Anderson said that the Town has the authority to adopt a Noxious Weed Ordinance.

Mike Roberts thanked the Town Board for the job that they have been doing.

Rhona Brysky said that the Boyd Spring/Beaver Slide road sign had the wrong street numbers on them.

Discuss Increasing the Town Board to Five Members

The citizens discussed the possibility of increasing the Town Board to five members.  Everyone that spoke up was in favor of it.  A question was brought up that if the ordinance was adopted this year what was the time line for adding the new members?  Maureen Manore said she would look into it.

AUTHORIZE TOWN BOARD TO EXERCISE TOWN ZONING UNDER WI. STATUTES 60.10(2)(h)

Donna Juleff made a motion to authorize the Town Board to exercise Town zoning powers as stated under Wisconsin Statute 60.10(2)(h).  Martha O Black seconded.  The Town Chair asked those in favor to raise their hands.  There were seventeen (17) in favor and zero (0) opposed. 

With no further business to discuss brought up, Sally Baecker made a motion to adjourn the Annual meeting and Richard McDermott seconded.
