April 16, 2013
Chairman Bryce Black called the regular Town Board meeting to order at 9:06 p.m. at the Frankfort Town Hall on Tuesday, April 16, 2013.  

Board members present were Bryce Black, Denny Richardson, Rich Bignell, Donna Juleff  and Kay Hamilton.  Town officials Maureen Manore and Tina Bee were present.  
Also attending were Brad Anderson, Donna Gates, Kathleen Plunkett-Black, Martha O Black, W. Geoffrey O Black, Dwight Jelle, Butch Reinhardt and Brian Nodolf. 
New Member Orientation
Maureen Manore gave a short presentation on open meeting laws, Town insurance, pay, per diem and mileage, the duties of the clerk and treasurer, educational opportunities and up-coming meetings.

Minutes

The minutes from the March 12 Town Board meeting, April 9 Public Hearing and April 9 Town Board meeting were presented to the Town Board.  There were corrections made to the April 9 Hearing minutes, the “d” in the name of “Rhona Brysky” was removed and the words “public hearing for the Comprehensive Plan” were inserted into the first sentence. Denny Richardson made a motion to accept the minutes as corrected and Donna Jueff  seconded.  The motion carried. 

Financial Report

Treasurer’s report for March was read.  The ending balance was $148,411.93.  Kay Hamilton made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s report and Denny Richardson seconded.  The motion carried.  

Citizen’s Concerns

Tina Bee said that County Road SS needs to be swept.  There are limbs and twigs left on the road from brushing. 
Mike Roberts had reported via Sally Baecker to Bryce Black that the sand mine was hauling waste material into the town and dumping it.  Bryce investigated this but did not find any waste material.

Mining Agreement Report
Bryce Black said that at the last regular Town Board meeting several citizens had concerns about the sand mine hauling sand before 7:00 a.m.  Bryce met with Bernie Larson and asked to see the scale logs for the specific days reported.  Bryce did not see any times that were before 7:00 a.m. for loaded trucks leaving the mine. 

Town Attorney Gwen Kuchevar will be asked to come to the next Town Board meeting to discuss the issue of empty trucks on the road outside of the prescribed hauling hours.
 A few weeks ago there was a meeting in Brian Nodolf’s office to discuss the Fine Materials Handling Plan.
Attending this meeting were Bryce Black, Gwen Kuchevar, Dan Fedderly, Scott McCurdy, Greg Bechel, Jeff Bechel, Kevin Accola and Brian Nodolf.  There was a discussion about the allowable levels of contaminants in the returned waste materials.   A second draft of the plan has not been received yet.

Plan Commission Report

The Plan Commission Chair reported that there had been no meeting of the Plan Commission since the last Town Board meeting.  The next Plan Commission meeting will be on April 29th at 6:00 p.m. and there will be a Comprehensive Plan Committee meeting on April 18th at 6:00 p.m. Both will be in the Town Hall.

Consider Bechel Trucking and Excavating LLC request for Pepin County Board determination that County Ordinance 181 (Moratorium Ordinance) either exempts or does not apply to reclamation permit modification for which Bechel has applied/will apply

Bryce Black read aloud a resolution he had drafted that addressed the Town’s position on the request from Bechel Trucking and Excavating LLC.  He also handed out a letter to the Pepin County Board from the Town Chair that was drafted by the Town Attorney that asked that the County not grant an exemption.
The Town Board discussed the resolution and decided to reword it so that it read as a written comment instead of a resolution.  It was decided that Donna Juleff would attend the County Board meeting on April 17th and present both written comments and speak on behalf of the Town Board.

Appoint Plan Commission Members
The Chair appointed Dwight Jelle and Tina Bee to serve on the Plan Commission.  The appointments were confirmed by the Town Board.  The Chair also appointed Bryce Black to serve on the Plan Commission as the Town Board Representative.  The appointment was confirmed by the Town Board.
Road Reports

There were no new items to report. 

Open Mowing Bids/Choose Mower
One mowing bid was received.  The Board opened the bid from J & K Lawn Care LLC.  The bid was $15.00 for the Town Hall and $60.00 for the Cemetery.  There was also an offer included for a $5.00 per mowing discount if the Town took out a two year contract.  Denny Richardson made a motion to accept the two year contract offer from J & K Lawn Care LLC and Rich Bignell seconded.  The motion carried.
Discuss/Action- County SVRS MOU
The Town received a Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) to provide Statewide Voter Registration System (SVRS) services for the Town from the Pepin County Clerk.  These services have been provided for the Town since the inception of the SVRS by the County for a fee.  This year the fee was based on the number of voters registered resulting in a lower fee for the Town.
Kay Hamilton made a motion to accept the Memorandum of Understanding relating to SVRS between the Town of Frankfort and Pepin County.  Donna Juleff seconded and the motion carried.

Town Hall Maintenance
No action was taken on this agenda item

Discuss Possible Ordinances – Air Braking/Road Signs

There was a short discussion about jake braking.  Rich Bignell stated that jake brakes were an important safety feature and that a lot of the noise could be reduced by installing newer improved muffler technology.
Set Date for Board of Review
The Board of Review will be delayed until the fall of this year.  A date to hold the initial required Board of Review meeting was set for May 14th 7:00 p.m.

The next board meeting was set for May 14, 2013, following the Board of Review, at the Frankfort Town Hall.  The meeting agenda will cover: Town Board Minutes, Financial Report, Citizen’s Concerns, Mining Agreement, Plan Commission Report, Town Board Position on Mine Hauling Hours, Road Reports, Town Hall Maintenance and pay bills. 

Donna Juleff made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Kay Hamilton seconded.  The vote was unanimous to approve.
