April 13, 2010

Chairman Brad Anderson called the monthly board meeting to order at 9:31 p.m. at the Frankfort Town Hall on Tuesday, April 13, 2010.  

Board members present were Brad Anderson, Mike Roberts, Tina Bee and Maureen Manore.  Denny Richardson was absent.  Plan Commission member present was Bryce Black.  Also present were Sally Baecker, Carl Morsback and Pat Sutterlin.

The minutes from the March 9th meeting were read.  Mike Roberts made a motion to accept the minutes and Brad Anderson seconded it.  The motion carried.

Treasurer’s report for March was read; balance on hand was $102,108.86.  Mike Roberts made a motion to accept the report as amended with the new Little Plum Cemetery C.D. dates and Brad Anderson seconded it.  The motion carried.  

The Board discussed whether or not to put some of the Town’s savings account money into a C.D.  It was decided to wait until the expenses for this year’s road construction were know

Citizen’s Concerns:



Tina Bee pointed out that Porcupine Road is in need of repair.

The Swede Ramble bridge was discussed concerning the problem with wide farm equipment that can’t get across it.  Some suggestions were to raise the deck with extra gravel or take the side rails down some in height.  The county will contact an engineer to examine the options. 

Sally Baecker made a complaint about the county mowing off her elderberry bushes, which she does not believe to be in the road right of way.  She was advised to contact the county highway department.

Road Update

Brad Anderson and Denny Richardson did a town roads tour on March 24th with the county.  It was decided to wait until Denny could be present to discuss their findings.

Work on Comprehensive Plan

The revised version of Chapter 12, Implementation, that the Plan Commission had worked on, was handed out to the Town Board to review at a later date.  The Board requested that the Plan Commission work on adding a recommended sequence of events to the end of the chapter and insert a cost analysis/benefits section into the chapter.  The Board also requested to see an executive summary for the plan.

Appoint Board Member to Plan Commission

The Chairman appointed Mike Roberts as the Town Board’s representative on the Plan Commission.

Appoint Citizen Member to Plan Commission

The Chairman reappointed Bryce Black and Brian Bee to serve on the Plan Commission for a three-year term.  This appointment was approved Mike Roberts.

Discuss Lawn Mowing Options

Terry King has requested to do the lawn mowing and weed trimming of the Little Plum Cemetery and Town Hall for no charge as a way to earn his required community service time.  He also asked that the use of his equipment and gas be considered as part of the hours.  He will provide proof of insurance.  The Board accepted this proposal with the stipulation that he needs to mow weekly as needed or, after one warning, the agreement will be terminated.

Discuss Emergency Management 

Information packets from the County Zoning office concerning emergency management were passed out.  These will be reviewed later and the Board will return to this issue at a future meeting.

Set Date for Board of Review

The date for the Board of Review was set for May 11, 2010.  The assessor will be contacted to set the time of open book with the Board of Review to follow.

Adopt Board of Review Alternates Ordinance

The Board reviewed the Board of Review Alternates Ordinance; which named Glenn Peterson and Tina Bee to stand in as replacements for the Board of Review.  This appointment is for a two-year period.  Mike Roberts made a motion to adopt the Board of Review Ordinance and Brad Anderson seconded.  A voice vote resulted in Mike Roberts saying “aye” to adopt it and Brad Anderson saying “aye’ to adopt it.  The ordinance is adopted.

The bills were paid.  The Board approved the purchase of a speakerphone for the Town Hall. 

The next regular board meeting was set for May 13, 2010, 7:30 p.m. at the Frankfort Town Hall.  The meeting agenda will cover: Minutes/Financial Report, Citizens Concerns, Road Reports, Work on the Comprehensive Plan, Dust Control and Discuss Coordination.

Brad Anderson made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Mike Roberts seconded.
