
August 13, 2013
Chairman Bryce Black called the regular Town Board meeting to order at 7:32 p.m. at the Frankfort Town Hall on Tuesday, August 13, 2013.  

Board members present were Bryce Black, Denny Richardson, Rich Bignell, Donna Juleff and Kay Hamilton.  Town officials Maureen Manore and Tina Bee and Town Attorney Gwen Kuchevar were present.
Also attending were Mathew Heath, Tanya Bruder, Mark Garlick, Nancy Gisch, Hubert Bauer, Don Gisch, Challis Eggert and Don Eggert.  
Minutes

The minutes from the July 9th Town Board meeting were read.  It was pointed out that “Dwight” was misspelled in the second sentence under “Comprehensive Plan Ordinance”. Donna Juleff made a motion to accept the July 9th minutes as corrected and Denny Richardson seconded.  The motion carried.  
The minutes from the July 31st Zoning Hearing were read aloud.  Kay Hamilton made a motion to accept the minutes as read and Rich Bignell seconded.  The motion carried. 

The minutes from the July 31st Town Board meeting were read aloud.  Donna Juleff made a motion to accept the minutes as read and Kay Hamilton seconded.  The motion carried,

Financial Report

Treasurer’s report for July was read.  The ending balance was $108,696.35.  Denny Richardson made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s report and Rich Bignell seconded.  The motion carried.  

Assessor’s Update

The Town’s assessor, Mark Garlick, gave an update on the reevaluation he was doing for the Town’s assessment.  He said that he had completed the reevaluation and was at 97% of the State’s equalized value.  He wanted to set a time and date for Open Book.  The dates and times decided were September 9th from 9 a.m. to 2 p.m. and September 10th from 2 p.m. to 7 p.m.  The Board of Review will be held on September 12th from 7 p.m. to 9 p.m.
Citizen’s Concerns

Hubert Bauer stated that he was having a fencing issue with his neighbor Troy Tabor. He also stated that part of the fence that Randy Kallstrom was responsible for was not  all built with four strands of barbed wire, in some parts only three strands were used.  Hubert also asked who is responsible for the corner posts.  Bryce Black will research the statutes on Town fence viewing and he and Rich Bignell and will meet with Hubert.

The Town Chair changed the order of the agenda to move “Private Driveway Maintenance” to be after “Citizen’s Concerns”.  There were no objections.
Private Driveway Maintenance

Bryce Black had been contacted by Jim Buesing who asked to have his driveway graded.  Bryce asked several sources, including the Wisconsin Town’s Association, if this was within the scope of a Town’s obligation or authority.  He was told that the Town has no legal authority to do construction or maintenance on private driveways and to be involved in this may lead to legal issues.
The Board discussed this and decided to put the issue on next month’s agenda.

Confirm Action Taken in Closed Session
Bryce Black explained that the Town Board had been in closed session prior to this Town Board meeting.  The Board had moved into closed session pursuant to Wis Stats. sec 19.85(1)(g), to confer with legal counsel who will provide advice concerning strategy and options for the Town Board with respect to litigation in which the Town is likely to become involved and that concerns a Registration of Marketable Nonmetallic Mineral Deposit recently received from Randy and Audrey Richardson and concerning their property.  Bryce explained that a course of action was discussed at that meeting which can’t be discussed at this meeting.

Donna Juleff made a motion to confirm action taken in closed session and Kay Hamilton seconded.  The motion carried.

Zoning Update
Bryce Black reported on the meeting held by the Pepin County Law Enforcement and Zoning Committee on August 7th.
The committee discussed the Town’s request for the County to approve our recently enacted Zoning Ordinance (which, the Town’s attorney has advised us, is required by state statute). The committee’s main concern was whether the County would have to administer the ordinance.  Bryce told them it was the Town’s responsibility to administer the ordinance.  The committee voted to recommend to the full County Board that they approve the ordinance at their 8/21/13 meeting.   

Cemetery Update
Tina Bee had spoken to Rose Peterson about metal plaques for marking headstones.  These plaques would cost about $100.00 each.  Some other options were discussed, including epoxy for broken stones and cement slabs with stamping.
Some of the stones are leaning and there was some discussion as how to set them straight again.  One option was to ask J & K Lawn Care if they would add this to their service.
Review of Ordinances
Kay Hamilton stated that our ordinances should be reviewed and amended as needed periodically.  She suggested starting with the Citation Ordinance and she volunteered to review it and bring her suggestions to the September meeting.
Zoning Administrator Ad

Maureen Manore passed out a sample of the Zoning Administrator ad that she had worked on. The Board had a few suggestions to the wording and suggestions on where to find more information.  They suggested asking the surrounding Towns that had zoning and some of the engineering firms in the area.

Road Reports

The mowing of the Town’s road ditches is completed.
The Board discussed the reconstruction project on Bear Pen.  Rich Bignell made a motion to pursue the 4” base ¾ mile option of the County’s quote to reconstruct Bear Pen Road.  Denny Richardson seconded and the motion carried.  Denny Richardson will contact the County Highway Department.   

Pay Bills
The Town bills were reviewed and paid.

The next board meeting was set for September 10, 2013, at 7:00 p.m., at the Frankfort Town Hall.  The meeting agenda will cover: Town Board Minutes, Financial Report, Citizen’s Concerns, Plan Commission Report, Mining Agreement Report, Citation Ordinance Review, Zoning Update, Private Driveway Maintenance, Road Reports, and pay bills. 

Donna Juleff made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Kay Hamilton seconded.  The vote was unanimous to approve.
