August 23, 2012

Chairman Brad Anderson called the meeting to order at 6:20 pm on August 23, 2012.  Present were Brad Anderson, Denny Richardson, Bryce Black, Tina Bee, Maureen Manore, Town Attorney Gwen Kuchevar and Technical Consultant Dan Fedderly.   
Denny Richardson made a motion to move into closed session as per Wis Stats. sec 19.85(1)(e) to discuss Town’s negotiations strategy concerning sand mining agreement under development between Town and Greg Bechel Trucking and Excavating, LLC.  Bryce Black  seconded.  A roll call vote was called for the results as follows:  Brad Anderson- Yes; Denny Richardson – Yes; Bryce Black – Yes.  The motion carries to move into closed session.

Gwen Kuchevar and Dan Fedderly provided the Town Board with an update on negotiations related to the terms and conditions of the nonmetallic mining operator’s agreement between the Town and Bechel Excavating.  Gwen Kuchevar presented the Town Board members with an “almost final” draft of the operator’s agreement, including available exhibits.  The Town Board reviewed the draft agreement and available exhibits and discussed how its negotiating priorities were reflected in the draft agreement including the ongoing development of a Fine Materials Handling Plan and how it would be developed and operate under the terms of the agreement, installation of sand filters in lieu of well casing video surveys, site fencing, school bus safety on haul routes, jake brakes, an emergency exception to hauling hours for limestone and gravel and the relationship between the operating agreement and the Pepin County reclamation permit as related to area of the mine site.  
The Town Board then set additional negotiating directions for certain changes to be negotiated and placed into the “final” draft of the agreement before posting it on the Town’s website the following day. 
Brad Anderson adjourned the meeting.
