February 12, 2013
Supervisor Denny Richardson called the monthly board meeting to order at 7:45 p.m. at the Frankfort Town Hall on Tuesday, February 12, 2013.  

Board members present were Denny Richardson and Bryce Black.  Town officials Tina Bee and Maureen Manore were present.  Brad Anderson arrived at 8:20 p.m.
Also attending were Donna Gates, Kay Hamilton, Dwight Jelle, Richard Bignell Jr. and Daniel Spirn.  
Minutes

The minutes from the January 8th Town Board meeting were read.  There was a correction made to the spelling of “Plunkett-Black” adding a “t”.  Bryce Black made a motion to accept the minutes as corrected and Denny Richardson seconded.  The motion carried. 

Financial Report

Treasurer’s report for January was read.  The ending balance was $335,565.03.  Denny Richardson made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s report and Bryce Black seconded.  The motion carried.  

Citizen’s Concerns

Kay Hamilton urged the Town Board to vote affirmative on the Resolution to adopt the County’s second amendment to their mining ordinance.
Mining Agreement Report
Bryce Black talked to Bernie Larson about a report he received concerning loaded trucks at the intersection of County Road SS and County Road N at 7:04 a.m.  Bryce warned him that the operation was being closely watched by the citizens and pushing the hauling hours would be noticed.
There was a meeting on January 21st in Menomonie to discuss the Fine Materials Plan structure.  Attending this meeting were Bryce Black, Gwen Kuchevar, Dan Fedderly (representing the Town), Dwight Jelle, Chase Cummings (representing the County) and Brian Nodolf, Daniel Spirn, Cy Ingram and Kevin Accola.   The sand mine representatives claimed that there is only 20% of waste materials from the mined sand and of that only 7% would be returned.  Ingram and Accola believe that they can demonstrate that within a few days of exposure to sunlight and air the levels of acrylamide will be below detectable levels.  Bryce Black would like to see the testing done several times in different seasons to demonstrate replicability.  He would also like to have a third party approved by the Town do the testing. There will be another meeting in Menomonie on February 22nd.
Sand Mine Concerns Report
Bryce Black presented a notice that explained to the public the contact information for citizens who have concerns about mine operations or compliance with the Town’s mining agreement.  The notice also provided some background information, locations for more information and what data is helpful for reporting problems with the sand mine trucks.  The Board made some changes to clarify the notice.
Plan Commission Report

The Plan Commission Secretary reported on the meetings held on February 7th and February 11th.  On February 7th the Comprehensive Plan Committee met to continue the review and update of the Comprehensive Plan, working on Chapters 10 and 11.  The Committee believes that the revised Comprehensive Plan is ready for the full Plan Commission to review. The Plan Commission met on February 11th and discussed minimum lot sizes, the need for a fee schedule, the Sign Section, the Board of Adjustment membership, the Nonmetallic Mine Section, and the Home Occupation Section.  The Plan Commission scheduled a review of the Comprehensive Plan for Thursday, February 21, at 7:30 p.m. and have invited the Town Board to attend in a joint meeting.

 Road Reports

The current weather conditions have made it hard to maintain the gravel roads.  

Discuss/Action- Petition to Pepin County for Zoning
The Board discussed the petition.  A correction was made to the 11th paragraph removing the period from behind the word “formal” in the last sentence.  Bryce Black made a motion to petition the Pepin County Board to enact comprehensive zoning in Pepin County by June 1st or waive the requirements of Wis. Stats §§ 60.61or 60.62 as to the Town of Frankfort in order to allow the Town to enact and administer comprehensive zoning at the Town level.  Denny Richardson seconded.  A role call vote was called, the results as follows:  Brad Anderson- yes; Denny Richardson – yes; Bryce Black – yes.  The motion carried.  The Clerk will submit the Petition to the County Clerk.

 Discuss/Action- Resolution to Adopt County Mining 2nd Amendment

The Board discussed the resolution.  The last paragraph on page 2 was not clear as to the meaning or intent.  It was decided to get clarification on this paragraph.  There was no further action taken on this agenda item.

Discuss/Action- Ordinance Extending Town Officers Terms One Week

The Board discussed this ordinance.  A recent change in State law changing town officers terms from beginning on the second Tuesday of April to the third Tuesday in April would result in a one week gap between the current term and new term.  Bryce Black made a motion to adopt Ordinance Number 2013-1 titled “Ordinance to Extend Town Officer Terms in Response to Election Law Changes”.  Denny Richardson seconded and the vote passed unanimously.
Pay Bills.  

The bills were paid.

The next regular board meeting was set for March 12, 2013, 7:30 p.m., at the Frankfort Town Hall.  The meeting agenda will cover: Town Board Minutes, Financial Report, Citizens Concerns, Mining Agreement Report, Plan Commission Report, Road Reports, Resolution Adopting the County’s Second Amendment to Ord. 181 and Clerk/Treasurer Audit. 
Bryce Black made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Denny Richardson seconded.  The vote was unanimous to approve.
