Rock Purchasing Options

The Town Chair reported on the quoted prices he received from The Kraemer Company.  A stockpile of 5000 yards of base course crushed rock purchased by contract is $6.75 per yard and the load-by-load price is $7.45 per yard.  Breaker run rock was quoted at $6.75 per yard prepaid for 1000 yards. 

Brad Anderson made a motion to contract with The Kraemer Company for the 5000 and 1000 yard quantities.  Denny Richardson seconded and the vote was unanimous. 

The Clerk requested permission to hold election training for the election workers before the next election and to be able to compensate them for their time.  The Board granted this request.

Bills were paid.
