March 12, 2013
Supervisor Denny Richardson called the monthly board meeting to order at 7:40 p.m. at the Frankfort Town Hall on Tuesday, March 12, 2013.  

Board members present were Denny Richardson and Bryce Black.  Town official Maureen Manore was present.  Brad Anderson arrived at 8:02 p.m.
Also attending were Donna Gates, Kay Hamilton, Jeannie Reinhardt, Butch Reinhardt, Bob Fleishauer, Donna Juleff and Brian Nodolf.  
Minutes

The minutes from the February 12th Town Board meeting were read.  There was a correction made to the spelling of “Board” in the last sentence of the Plan Commission Report adding an “o”.  Bryce Black made a motion to accept the minutes as corrected and Denny Richardson seconded.  The motion carried. 

Financial Report

Treasurer’s report for February was read.  The ending balance was $163,434.73.  Denny Richardson made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s report and Bryce Black seconded.  The motion carried.  

Citizen’s Concerns

Bob Fleishauer was concerned about the hours the Bechel trucks were running and the jake brake noise.  He said the trucks were often at the intersection of County Road SS and County Road N before 7:00 a.m.   He said he asked the County to put up “No Engine Braking” signs but was told that there needed to be an ordinance to enforce the signs.
Jeannie Reinhardt said that she had asked the County to put up “Children at Play” signs but was told that since she did not live on a sharp corner they would not put one up.  She also complained that the truck drivers were often on their cell phones while driving and that that they were often at her intersection, trucks loaded, before 7:00 a.m.
Donna Gates asked if the trucks could have larger identification numbers on them.

Donna Juleff asked how much evidence the Town Board needed before something is done.  She also stated that the Town Board needs to interpret their own agreement and decide what the grey areas actually mean.

Bryce Black said that there was a citizen’s complaint to the Plan Commission that a lot of dirt was being tracked onto County Road D from the mine site.
Mining Agreement Report
There was a meeting on February 15th  in Menomonie to discuss the Fine Materials Plan structure.  Attending this meeting were Bryce Black, Gwen Kuchevar, Dan Fedderly and Scott McCurdy.  They were all in agreement that the Bechel Mining Operation needed to get an amendment to their reclamation permit from the County to haul back waste material and that they had to have an acceptable fine Materials Handling Plan to demonstrate the safety of placing the waste materials in the ground.  Cy Ingram and Kevin Accola had submitted a draft but it was not found to be acceptable as it did not address the degradation of polyacrylamides to acrylamides.  A revised plan will be asked for and re-examined.  

Bryce met with Bernie Larson on March 6th to convey the concerns about loose tarps.  He also asked to see the area that was designated for the test site.   The test would involve putting small quantities in windrows and seeing what exposure to sun and air do to the degradation results.
Plan Commission Report

The Plan Commission Secretary reported on the meetings held March 11th.  The Resolution to present the proposed amended Comprehensive Plan to the Town Board was discussed, voted on and passed.  The Plan Commission discussed minimum lot sizes and the role variances would play in allowing flexibility.  They also discussed if a commercial district was needed and how to map out the districts.   

Discuss/Accept- Plan Commission resolution to Recommend Adoption of Amended Comprehensive Plan 
The Town Board read the resolution.  Bryce Black made a motion to accept the resolution from the Plan Commission titled “”Resolution by the Plan Commission to Recommend Adoption of the Amended Comprehensive Plan”.  Denny Richard seconded and the motion carried.

Road Reports

The current weather conditions have made the roads icy but they are being kept passable and sanded 

Discuss/Action- Resolution to Adopt County Mining 2nd Amendment

The Board discussed the resolution and agreed that the wording was much clearer.   Brad Anderson made a motion to adopt Resolution 2013-1 titled “Resolution to Adopt Second Amendment to Pepin County Ordinance NO. 181 in the Town of Frankfort”.  Denny Richardson seconded and a voice vote was called for, the results as follows:  Brad Anderson- Yes: Denny Richardson-Yes; Bryce Black-Yes.  The motion carried and the resolution was adopted.
Discuss Need for Mowing Bids
The Board instructed the clerk to place a notice for mowing bids in the paper with a cut-off date for receiving bids of April 12th.  The bids will be opened on at the April 16th Board meeting.

There will be a meeting on March 27th at 11:00 a.m. held by the Pierce-Pepin Cooperative Services to update municipal officials on construction and other projects for 2013.
