
Town of Frankfort Plan Commission

5/13/2013 Minutes

 

The Town of Frankfort Plan Commission held its 86th meeting May 13, 2013. Commission Chair Dwight Jelle called the meeting to order at 6:05 p.m. 

 

Present were Dwight Jelle, Bryce Black, Donna Gates Tina Bee, Don Gisch and Maureen Manore.
Also present was Brian Nodolf.
1. Minutes from previous meetings

Minutes from the May 7, 2013 meeting were read.  Donna Gates made a motion to accept the minutes and Tina Bee seconded.  The motion carried. 
 

2. Citizens’ Concerns

Brian Nodolf asked if mapping for the zoning districts had been started.  He also stated that he could comment on the Zoning Ordinance draft if the Commission wanted him to.
Dwight Jelle said that the silt fence on County Road D was in disrepair and needed to be fixed or removed.

Tina Bee said that Steve Breitung had passed away and she was concerned about what land use might go in on his property.

3. Discuss Zoning Ordinance 
The Plan Commission discussed more changes to the proposed zoning ordinance.  The following changes were discussed:

· Section 17.04(2) last sentence in “Automobile Wrecking Yard” was removed.
· Section 17.05, 3) “Parking and Storage”, changes to the write-up.
· Section 17.05 (1), 5) references to “Professional Offices” were removed.
· Section 17.05(2), 5) references to “Exotic Animals” were removed. 

· Section 17.05(3), 3) changes to the “Permitted Principal Uses” list.

· Section 17.05(5), 5) deleted last sentence.

· Section 17.0 (4) “Non-Metallic Mining” rewritten to include “Findings” and “Purpose and Intent”.

· Section 17.08 changes made to parts 1), 2), 3) and 5).

· Section 17.09, 2) rewritten.

· Section 17.11, 2) changes to parts a), b), c), d), e) and k).
The District map was discussed.  The Agricultural District and Rural Residential District were tentatively mapped out and the remainder will probably be the Agricultural/Residential District.

It was decided that the draft ordinance was ready for legal review upon approval of the Town Board.

4. Upcoming meetings/Future Agenda Items
The next regular Plan Commission meeting will be decided after the legal review.

Bryce Black moved to adjourn the meeting.  Donna Gates seconded, and the motion passed unanimously.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
