October 11, 2011

Chairman Brad Anderson called the monthly board meeting to order at 7:40 p.m. at the Frankfort Town Hall on Tuesday, October 11, 2011.  

Board members present were Brad Anderson and Denny Richardson.  Town officials Tina Bee and Maureen Manore were present.  

There were 7 citizens attending; Becky Gates, Donna Gates, Mike Krajniak, Nancy Gisch, Donna Juleff, Dwight Jelle, and Kay Hamilton.

The minutes from the September 13th meeting were read. Denny Richardson made a motion to accept the minutes as read and Brad Anderson seconded.  The motion carried. 

Treasurer’s report for September was read.  The ending balance was $48,605.59.  Brad Anderson made a motion to accept the Treasurer’s report and Denny Richardson seconded.  The motion carried.  

Citizen’s Concerns

Tina Bee asked if the Town had considered a policy concerning the placement of urns over existing burial sites.  Maureen Manore will check with other towns to see what the common practice is.

Donna Juleff stated that she had attended the LCC meeting held on October 10th and that an amended plan submitted by Greg Bechel includes him hauling in waste from Grange Hall to fill back in the excavation site.

Mike Krajniak said that the Town should consider a bluff protection ordinance to exclude industrial activity.

Donna Gates relayed a question for Kay Longsdorf, she was wondering why the loaded trucks don’t have covers.  The Board answered that they were not required to.

Becky Gates stated that the intersection at the top of the hill was already damaged.  The Board answered that county is aware of this damage.

Donna Gates relayed Suzy Hornbaker’s concern about a school bus stop at the bottom of Ganoe hill that has limited visibility.  Brad Anderson suggested that Suzy contact Steve Schofield about getting signs posted for the school bus stop.  Brad would also contact Steve.

Becky Gates suggested that the county should also put up trucks entering highway signs.  Brad will relay that suggestion.

Mike Krajniak said that the dust from the roads needed to be controlled.

Kay Hamilton and Dwight Jelle suggested that the Board wait until the reclamation permit was accepted before finalizing the Developer’s Agreement.

Plan Commission Report

The Plan Commission Chair reported on the meeting held September 27, 2011.  At that meeting the Plan Commission met with Dan Federly to interview him as a consultant to facilitate the zoning ordinance process.  It was decided that the contract that he presented at that meeting needed revision.  Another meeting was set for October 13th to discuss the revised contract and decide on hiring.  The Plan Commission may meet with the Town of Pepin’s Plan Commission to discuss combining resources in land use ordinance drafting.

Update on Developer’s Agreement

Brad Anderson read aloud a letter from Town’s attorney Gwen Kuchevar to Brian Nodalf.  In part, the letter confirmed the agreement between parties that the mining of sand would not begin until after an agreement has been reached with the Town or the task has failed.  Also that construction of perimeter berms would not begin before the County Reclamation Permit has been approved.

Study/Discuss Operator’s License Ordinance

No action was taken on this agenda item

Discuss Employee Grievance Procedures

The Board studied the Grievance Procedures and discussed its applicability.

Discuss/Action – Resolution to Adopt Grievance Procedures

Brad Anderson made a motion to adopt Resolution number 2011-2, Resolution for Adopting Employee Grievance Procedure.  Denny Richardson seconded and the motion carried.

Road Reports

Denny Richardson had inspected the paved corners on Goatback Road and said that the corners are satisfactory.

There might be a road tour to inspect damage to town roads caused by the power company equipment.

There will be a LTRIP meeting on Thursday.

The Town can apply for TRIP D funds from the state.

Fill Un-Expired Plan Commissioner Term

A vacancy was created on the Plan Commission by the resignation of Brian Bee.  The Plan Commission suggested that Dwight Jelle be appointed to fill this vacancy.  Brad Anderson appointed Dwight Jelle to the Town of Frankfort Plan Commission to fill the un-expired term.  Denny Richardson agreed with the appointment.

Prepare the 2012 Budget 

A proposed budget was handed out to the Board.  They discussed the line items and came to an agreement for the 2012 budget.  The budget hearing was set for November 8, 2011.  The Special Town Meeting of the Electors will follow.

The bills were paid.  

The next regular board meeting was set for November 8, 2011, following the Budget Hearing and the Special Town Meeting of the Electors at the Frankfort Town Hall.  The meeting agenda will cover: Town Board Minutes, Financial Report, Citizens Concerns and Road Reports.

Brad Anderson made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Denny Richardson seconded.  The motion carried.
