ROAD CONSTRUCTION/MAINTENANCE REPORT

· Byington Road will be reconstructed, rocked and sand lifted, from the Town line to Byington Bridge.  This is in preparation to blacktopping it the following year.

· Porcupine Lane will be ditched, rocked and culverts replaced as needed.

· Other roads will receive rock, ditching and mowing as needed in general.

OLD BUSINESS:

The Town Hall floor was painted, the handicapped ramp installed and a parking lot put in place for handicap accessibility. 

NEW BUSINESS:

Sally Baecker asked the Town Board to take its time in implementing the Smart Growth comprehensive plan.
