Supervisor Denny Richardson called the meeting to order at 7:20 pm on August 17, 2012.  Present were Denny Richardson, Bryce Black, Maureen Manore, Town Attorney Gwen Kuchevar and Technical Consultant Dan Fedderly.   Brad Anderson arrived at 7:23 pm.
Bryce Black made a motion to move into closed session as per Wis Stats. sec 19.85(1)(e) to discuss Town’s negotiations strategy concerning sand mining agreement under development between Town and Greg Bechel Trucking and Excavating, LLC.  Denny Richardson seconded.  A roll call vote was called for the results as follows:  Denny Richardson – Yes; Bryce Black – Yes.  The motion carries to move into closed session.

Gwen Kuchevar and Dan Fedderly provided the Town Board with an update on negotiations concerning the terms and conditions of a nonmetallic mining operator’s agreement between the Town and Bechel Excavating.

The topics that were discussed for these purposes included: soil and ground water protection measures including the developing soil monitoring and remediation plan, items of default and agreement remedies for default, annual report and periodic meeting requirements, mine site perimeter berms and fencing, foundation and well casing surveys, noise, insurance coverage and pollution insurance and town expense reimbursement.
