The Chair called for nominations for 4th Supervisor for the Town Board.

Donna Juleff nominated Michael Krajniak, Micheal Roberts seconded.
Dwight Jelle nominated Kay Hamilton, Kathleen Plunkett-Black seconded.

The Chair called for additional nominations.  Hearing none, the nominations for Town Board 4th   Supervisor were closed. 

The Chair called for nominations for Clerk for the Town Board.  

Denny Richardson nominated Maureen Manore, Martha O. Black seconded.

The Chair called for additional nominations.  Hearing none, the nominations for Town Board Clerk were closed. 

The Chair called for nominations for Treasurer for the Town Board.  

Donna Gates nominated Tina Bee, Donna Juleff seconded.

The Chair called for additional nominations.  Hearing none, the nominations for Town Board Treasurer were closed. 

The nominees present filled out the required election forms.

Denny Richardson made a motion to adjourn the Caucus and Sally Baecker seconded it.  The vote passed unanimously.
