July 13, 2010

Chairman Brad Anderson called the monthly board meeting to order at 7:35 p.m. at the Frankfort Town Hall on Tuesday, July 13, 2010.  

Board members present were Brad Anderson, Mike Roberts, Denny Richardson, Tina Bee and Maureen Manore.  

The minutes from the June 8th meeting were read. Denny Richardson made a motion to accept the minutes and Mike Roberts seconded it.  The motion carried.

Treasurer’s report for June was read; balance on hand was $80,621.24.  Mike Roberts made a motion to accept the report and Denny Richardson seconded it.  The motion carried.  

Citizen’s Concerns:



Lilly Arbore and Sally Baecker contacted Mike Roberts to ask that the road ditch mowing operation leaves their flowers and gardens intact.  They were informed that the Town right of ways for roads is 33 ½ feet from the centerline.

Betty McRoberts said that her culvert is ¾ full of rocks from the last flood.  She was told by the County Highway Department that this was a Town culvert.  Brad Anderson will contact the Highway Department to have the culvert cleaned out.

June Anderson is asking for a picnic license for September 11 for the Fur Fish, and Game Club.  They want to hold a benefit at the Dead Lake Boat Landing to help raise funds for a Military Memorial.  The Board had no objections.

Randy Kallstrom is putting up fence posts on the property between him and Hubert Bauer.  Hubert does not agree with the property line location that Randy is laying out.  The Board may need to become involved in a fence line dispute settlement between the parties.

Road Update

So far there are not enough people signed up for the application of dust control.

Heavy rains during June 25th and 26th caused damage to Holmes Road, Goatback and Plum Valley Road.  The Town Board authorized Brad Anderson to sign, on behalf of the Town, the Flood Damage Aids Petition which asks for the amount of $12,500.00 to help cover the costs involved in repair of these roads.

Elk Creek and Boyd Springs Road will be seal coated this week.

The Board agreed that the mowing operations would consist of one pass covering the entire right of way.

Porcupine Road reconstruction was discussed and the Board decided to reconstruct and pave one half before starting on the next half.

Brad Anderson will contact Kraemer Company and order 5,000 yards of crushed rock.

Negotiate Contract with Pepin County Using Prevailing Wage Rate for the Porcupine Rd. Project

The Board reviewed the contract information received from the county.  The estimated cost for the project is $30,000.00 to $35,000.00.  Mike Roberts made a motion to approve the contract and Denny Richardson seconded.  The vote was unanimous to accept the contract.

Discuss Finalizing Comprehensive Plan 

The Board reviewed the proposed Comprehensive Plan.  Mike Roberts made a motion to approve this proposed Comprehensive Plan.  Denny Richardson seconded.  The Chairman called for a voice vote the results as follows:  Mike Roberts-aye; Denny Richarson- aye; Brad Anderson-aye.  The motion is unanimous.

The Board will set the date for the public hearing at the next board meeting.

The bills were paid.  

The next regular board meeting was set for August 10, 2010, 7:30 p.m. at the Frankfort Town Hall.  The meeting agenda will cover: Minutes/Financial Report, Citizens Concerns, Road Reports, Set Date for Comprehensive Plan Public Hearing.

Denny Richardson made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Mike Roberts seconded.
