
July 31, 2013
Chairman Bryce Black called the Town Board meeting to order at 8:25 p.m. at the Frankfort Town Hall on Tuesday, July 31, 2013.  

Board members present were Bryce Black, Denny Richardson, Donna Juleff and Kay Hamilton.  Town officials Maureen Manore and Tina Bee and Plan Commission members Dwight Jelle, Donna Gates, Richard McDermott and Don Gisch were present. Town Attorney Gwen Kuchevar was present.
Also attending were Randy Richardson, Audrey Richardson, Nancy Gisch, Paula Heimer, Mathew Heath, Greg Bechel and Attorney Brian Nodolf. 
Plan Commission’s Resolution to Recommend Adoption of the Zoning Ordinance

Bryce Black read aloud Resolution 2013-4R, titled “Resolution by the Plan Commission to Recommend Adoption of the Zoning Ordinance”.  The minutes from the Plan Commission meeting held on July 23rd noted that the resolution covers changes adopted that night (July 23rd) to be included in the zoning ordinance draft.
Town of Frankfort Zoning Ordinance
The Board discussed comments and questions from the Public Hearing and had some comments of their own.  Donna Juleff made a motion to adopt Resolution 2013-7R, titled “ Being a Resolution Enacting Town Zoning Ordinance and District Map”.  Kay Hamilton seconded.  It was noted that there were two errors in the dates listed in the resolution.  These were corrected as follows: May 13, 2004 was changed to April 13, 2004; July 24 was changed to July 23. After a short discussion a roll call vote was called for, the results as follows: Bryce Black – Yes; Denny Richardson – No; Donna Juleff –Yes; Kay Hamilton – Yes.  The motion carried.
Resolution Establishing a Fee Schedule for Zoning Ordinance
The Board examined the resolution.  Gwen Kuchevar suggested adding the words “plus all costs incurred by the Town for attorney fees, engineering fees and all other costs above Town Personnel and Administrative costs” to all the fee categories. Bryce Black was concerned that some applicants may find the fees costly.  He would like to refund any un-used portion of the fees if possible.  The phrase “The Town Board can act to waive all or part of fees set forth in this resolution upon request of the applicant and demonstration of good cause’ were added.   Denny Richardson was concerned that the Property Inspection Fee would have to be paid by people who had claims against them of wrong doing when they had done nothing wrong.  This fee was removed from the resolution.  Donna Juleff Made a motion to adopt Resolution 2013-5R, Resolution Establishing Town of Frankfort Fee Schedule for Town Zoning Ordinance, eliminating the Property Inspection Fee, adding  “plus all costs incurred by the Town for attorney fees, engineering fees and all other costs above Town Personnel and Administrative costs” and “The Town Board can act to waive all or part of fees set forth in this resolution upon request of the applicant and demonstration of good cause”.  Denny Richardson seconded. The motion carried. 
Resolution Amending Town Citation Ordinance to add Zoning Ordinance Forfeitures
The Board read Resolution 2013-6R, titled “Resolution Amending Town Citation Ordinance”.  It was noted that the wrong figures were listed for the cash deposits.  These were changed to “$50.00 and not more than $1000.00”.  Gwen Kuchevar asked that the words “plus costs of prosecution” be added.  Kay Hamilton made a motion to adopt Resolution 2013-6R, Resolution Amending Town Citation Ordinance, changing the schedule of cash deposits amounts to $50.00 and $1000.00 and adding the words “plus costs of prosecution”.  Donna Juleff seconded and the motion carried.
Appoint Zoning Administrator
The Board discussed different options for appointing an administrator.  Gwen suggested the Board consider an application process.  Dwight Jelle said he had spoken to Dan Fedderly on this subject and Dan does this for another town. Bryce Black made a motion to appoint Dan Fedderly as the interim Zoning Administrator for a period of two months while the Town solicited proposals from his firm and other qualified people to fulfill this role for the Town.  Kay Hamilton seconded and the motion carried.  It was decided that initial zoning inquiries should go through the Town Clerk for screening.
Kay Hamilton made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Denny Richardson seconded.  The motion carried.
