Plan Commission Report:




The Plan Commission met on May 19, 2009 and discussed the Subdivision Ordinance and looked over a sample of a proposed Plan Commission resolution to recommend to the Town Board that they adopt the proposed Comprehensive Plan.  The Plan Commission met again on June 9th to vote on the Resolution, which was adopted and posted that evening.  Alternate Town Road bicycle routes were also discussed.  

Citizen’s Concerns:

Dan Siepel Sr. expressed concern about flags in the cemetery touching the ground.

Road Update

The county has begun the work on Byington Road.

The Board will work with Bernie Weiss to mark the end of the McGrath Lane.

Town Insurance Quotes/Decision

The Board looked over the proposal submitted by Steve Wicklund of Westland Insurance Company and heard the presentation of Stacy Miller of Rural Mutual Insurance Company.  Mike Roberts made a motion to stay with Rural Mutual Insurance Company and accept option # 2 with the changes requested by the Board. Brad Anderson seconded the motion and the vote was unanimous. 

Set Date for Public Hearing for Adoption of Town’s Comprehensive Plan

The Board examined the resolution and notice of public hearing on the proposed Town Comprehensive Plan.  A hearing date was set for July 29th, 7:00 p.m. at the Frankfort Town Hall.  Mike Roberts made a motion to vote on the resolution and Denny Richardson seconded it.  A roll call vote resulted in the following:  Brad Anderson, yes to adopt; Mike Roberts, yes to adopt; Denny Richardson, yes to adopt.  The resolution passed.  The clerk was instructed to post the resolution information in the Courier Wedge and Star Shopper twice, once as the 30 day requirement and later on as a reminder.

Discuss Bicycle Routes

The Pepin County Bicycle and Pedestrian Facilities AD HOC Planning Advisory Committee is looking for inputs from towns about desired future facilities concerning town roads.  The Board discussed a few routes that might be desirable to bicyclists that included Bear Pen, Beaver Slide, Elk Creek and Boyd Springs Road. 
Bills were paid.
