Road Construction/Maintenance 

The County will impose a weight limit restriction on its roads starting on the 20th.   This restricts use without permits to 6 tons per axle and 22 tons maximum.

The Town salt pile will be inspected between April 14 and May 30.

Code of Ordinances

Mike Roberts made a motion to table the examination of the tentative book of ordinances and the Resolution that states when to adopt the Ordinance until the next regular Town Board meeting.  Brad Anderson seconded and the motion passed.

An ad requesting mowing bids to be opened at the next regular Town Board meeting will be placed in the Courier Wedge next week.
