Plan Commission Informal Zoning Hearing 

June 29, 2013
The hearing was called to order in the Frankfort Town Hall at 1:12 p.m., June 29th, 2013, by Plan Commission Chair Dwight Jelle.  Town Officials present were Bryce Black, Donna Juleff, Kay Hamilton, Tina Bee, Donna Gates and Maureen Manore.
Also attending were Butch Reinhardt, Shirley Porazzo, Earl Finden, Tanya Bruder, Kathleen Plunkett-Black, Randy Richardson, Richard McDermott, Michael Albert, Sally Baecker and Craig Bowron.

Prior to this meeting an informational letter had been sent to all those on the property tax roll stating that the Town was considering a zoning ordinance and how they could obtain a copy and the date of this informational hearing.  A Class 2 notice was published in the Courier Wedge on June 20th and 27th and the notice was posted in three places on June 20, 2013.

Dwight Jelle gave a presentation which covered the basics of a zoning ordinance, the various proposed districts and the proposed district map.  He discussed what the different district characteristics were as well as the supplemental uses.
There were a few questions and comments:
-Section 17.05(3) 2), Site Design Criteria- states that structures should be placed “in a manner keeping with local traditions”  What are the local traditions?  Might want to replace “should” with “encourage”

-Why do Ag, AG/RES and RR districts all have different setbacks?



Typically AG has greater setbacks to keep a lower density

-Concern about the Steep Slope Overlay District, does that mean it is up to the citizen to provide proof that the slope is not greater than 30% before any undertaking, even if they are on flat land?

-Section 17.07 (3) j) iv) –“No land shall be developed and no land use shall be permitted that results in water runoff causing flooding, erosion, or deposits of sediment on adjacent properties”

-Concern about adhering to this, most of the farms in our Town have runoff of some sort


-Anytime there is construction there will be temporary erosion

-Maybe there should be a sentence that exempts the temporary soil erosion during the construction phase 

-Need updated definition of “Family”

-Need definition of “Two Family Housing” (is it  two families in one house? A duplex?)
-There should be no height restrictions/AR should be less than 10 acres
