5/19/09 Minutes

The Town of Frankfort Plan Commission held its 50th meeting May 19, 2009. Commission Chairwoman Maureen Manore called the meeting to order at 7:07 p.m.

1. Minutes from previous meeting
Black read the minutes from the April plan commission meeting.  B. Gates moved to approve the minutes as read. The motion was seconded by D. Gates and approved unanimously.

2. Citizens’ concerns

Manore passed out copies of a recently submitted application for an advisory building permit on some property located just off Klein Road on Columbia Heights. The proposed building site will be at the end of a private drive about a mile long. Commission members thought the plans looked good on paper, but that the applicant will want to think about snow plowing and school bus access.

3. Meetings attended

Manore reported that next Tuesday, 5/26, she plans to attend a meeting sponsored by Pepin County Economic Development, to discuss possible county-wide development of bicycle trails.

4. Finalizing Comprehensive Plan

Manore passed out copies of a proposed Plan Commission resolution to recommend to the Town Board that they adopt or amend the Comprehensive Plan. We decided to publish notice that we will meet next Monday, 6/8/09 at 7 PM, to vote on the adoption resolution. The Town board will have their regular monthly meeting the following night, Tuesday, 6/9/09.

We discussed pros and cons of having a Town subdivision ordinance, and heard input from the citizen attenders present.
